NEW BUSINESS

TOURNAMENTS

Keith Thomas noted, in his opinion, there were too many tournament hosted at RVMS during the season. Along with the schools own 2 tournaments, the RVBA hosted 5 times between Jan. to May. While only a small request it once again raises the question, should the RVBA purchase its own sound system. This question will be presented to the Board for further discussion.

However, with a concerted advertising campaign the initial registrations doubled that of last year. During the course of spring league the numbers have remained fairly stable.
